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Late last year you received communication that our
Council voted fo engage a formal discernment process
regarding disaffiliation. Much prior and leading up o
the Council voting, there were information meetings last
year. If you missed the information meetings there is a
tab on our church webpage that will give pertinent
information from those meetings. Our Council also
selected a Discernment Task Group consisting of Jim
LaRose (former Council Chair), Pat Kimble (current
Council Chair), Jason Lober, Laura White and Pat
Shubird. They are working on assembling current
information that will hopefully answer further questions
about disaffiliation and prospective options moving
forward. We anticipate another information meeting to
be presented by this Task Group later this month or in
early March.

In the formal process of discernment there is a required
Town Hall Meeting led by our District Superintendent,

Dr. Debora Bishop. Our Town Hall Meeting should be
coming up relatively soon and would be held in the
Sanctuary. All church members are welcome to be
present for this meeting. We will communicate via email,
slides, social media, etc. when the actual date is
detfermined.
